The Hualālai 
Canoe Club that overlooks Uluweuweu Bay 
and offers dining, a large pool, shaded 
lounge chairs, and lawn games, is open to 
members only. 

While base of operations for the Alaka‘i 
Nalu (that’s located close to the club and 
staffed by local watermen and waterwomen 
to help both members and guests get out on 
the ocean) is where I teamed up with the 
amazing Randall who took me out for a two-
person outrigger canoe paddle.
